School Choice Options in Ohio

Public Schools

Public schools provide an education that is
available to all students. Every student is
assigned a public school based on his or her
address. There are a few types of public
schools’ families can choose from, including:

Charter Schools: Independently operated
public schools with open admission and
flexibility with curriculum, scheduling, and
learning environments.

Magnet and Lottery Schools: Schools

with a specialized academic theme that
have a selective or lottery-based admission
process.

Inter-district Open Enrollment: Attending

a building in a school district outside of your
own, that participates in this option.
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Private Schools

Private schools can have selective
admission, and they can offer students an
education based on certain beliefs, values
or religion.

They are run by private, nonprofit entities
and overseen by a board of directors.

State-funded Scholarships

e EdChoice: students in underperforming
public schools

¢ Cleveland: students who reside in CMSD

e Income-Based: families withincome
below 250% poverty guidelines

e Special Needs: any student with an IEP

e Autism: starts in preschool for any
student with an IEP

Homeschool

Homeschooling is available for families who
want to take their children’s education into

their own hands.

Families can join a co-op or support group
to complement their home education,
which allows them to connect socially with
other homeschooling families and share

teaching responsibilities and materials.

No funding is available for homeschooling,
but families have access to several types
of state-funded resources, including online

charter school curriculum.

Escuelas Publicas
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Las escuelas publicas proporcionan una
educacion que esta disponible a todo
estudiante. Todo alumno esta asignado a
una escuela debido a su direccién.

Escuelas ‘Charter’: Escuelas publicas
independientes que tienen admision abierta,
y flexibilidad con curriculo y programacion.

Escuelas Magnet y de Loteria: Escuelas

con un tema académico especializado que
tienen admision selectiva o de loteria.

Inscripcion Abierta Entre Distritos:
Asistir a una escuela en un distrito escolar
que no es el suyo, que participa en esta
opcion escolar.
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Escuelas Privadas

Las escuelas privadas pueden tener
admision selectiva, y ofrecer a estudiantes
una educacion basada en ciertos valores o
religiones.

Son gobernadas por entidades privadas sin
fines de lucro y supervisadas por un
consejo de administracion.

¢ EdChoice y Cleveland: Escuelas
de bajo rendimiento académico
Basada en Ingresos: Familias
con ingresos por debajo del 250%
de la pauta federal de pobreza
Necesidades Especiales y
Autismo: Estudiantes con un Plan

'Homeschool'

Educacion en el hogar esta disponible para
las familias que desean tomar la educacion
de sus hijos en sus propias manos.

Existen grupos de apoyo que ayudan a los
padres que eligen esta opcién a establecer
un curriculo y conectar socialmente con
otras familias con el propdsito de
compartir materiales y responsabilidades
de ensefianza.

Hay miles de familias en Ohio que optan
por educar en el hogar.

No hay financiamiento disponible para
educar en el hogar, pero existe acceso a
varios tipos de recursos via la red
electrdnica y clases gratuitas disponibles
en los colegios comunitarios.
